TOY CAR MANUFACTURING

Name: Number of cars

1. Draw car outline on wood. (no pressure treated)
2. Cut out car. Avoid knots as much as possible.
3. Rough sand to final form.

4. Drill axles (5/16”) and window (7/8”") holes.

5. Route car and window outlines.

6. Final sand with the woodgrain.

7. Return pattern and cars to a club meeting. Include this sheet with
your name and number of cars.

8. Wheels and axles will be attached as a-club project in November.
Wheels and dowels will be available at club meetings if you
want to install them.
